Welcome to new season and thank you to those who completed the Nominated League Contact (NLC)
confirmation form on the website. The NLC is our primary point of contact with Clubs and so it’s very
important we have the correct details going forward so your League Secretary is able to contact with
relevant information.

This season sees the introduction of the new Player Registration process that you will all be aware of.
Players now have to register themselves via GMS to enable them to join a club and ultimately be selected
onto the electronic match card. At National | — Counties 2 (formerly Levels 3-8) that means full RFU
registration, at Counties 3 & below (formerly Level 9 & below) players become Club registered with
extra flexibility built in to enable matches to take place. Full details are available on

Match/Result Reporting
The Electronic Match Cards (EMC) are now set up for each individual league dependent on local
regulations.

Reporting Timelines are as follows;

e Team line-up on EMC prior to kick-off
e  Match Result reported by EMC, Telephone or Text by 5.30pm on Saturdays
®  Both sides to confirm EMC by 12 noon on the Tuesday following the game

Please note should a match be cancelled or postponed for whatever reason, you must inform your
League Secretary & the SW Admin Office, preferably by telephone, by no later than 3.30pm on a
Saturday. The EMC should not be used in these circumstances.

The Admin Office will confirm the new date of any postponed game via a dedicated page on the website.
Details will also appear on GMS and englandrugby.com over the weekend.
